During the Round Robin points are accumulated as follows: 

Win = 3 points
Tie = 1 point

4. All age groups will play a Tournament style format with the top 2 teams in the Championship Round moving on to the Championship Finals

Similarly, the top 2 teams in the Consolation Round will move on to the Consolation Finals.

5. 
Penalty kicks will only be used in the “Preliminary” Game and the Finals.

If, before both teams have taken five kicks, one has scored more goals than the other could score, even if it were to complete its five kicks, no more kicks are taken• If, after both teams have taken five kicks, both have scored the same number of goals, or have not scored any goals, kicks continue to be taken in the same order until one team has scored a goal more than the other from the same number of kicks.

Only players who are on the field of play at the end of the match, which includes extra time where appropriate, are allowed to take kicks from the penalty mark• Each kick is taken by a different player and all eligible players must take a kick before any player can take a second kick.

In the Round Robin the standings are determined by:


a) Most points

b) Most wins

c) Head to head (head to head is not considered if 3 or more teams are tied)
d) Best goals difference (+/-)

e) Most goals (the largest goal difference counted will be 5 goals max)

Example:
If a team wins 7 – 1, Rule 6 (e) above will apply   -   only 5 goals will be counted
