For the second year running, the Whitby Iroquois Soccer Club enjoyed a successful tournament weekend.

During the weekend of June 2nd and 3rd, we played host to approximately 150 teams from all around the province.  New for this year, we introduced an on-line registration system.
We also hosted a Players Skills Competition at Rossland fields on the evening of Saturday, June 2nd. Approximately 164 players participated in the event.

Financially, the Cup weekend was a success. WISC offered a three tier pricing structure;
- $275.00 entry fee, 

- $250.00 early bird entry fee

- $25.00 discount for all returning teams from 2006. 

- Additionally,  all tournament champions were refunded their registration fees. 

With the above, we continued to position the WI Cup as the VERY BEST value versus other OSA tournaments and saw a net profit of $11,337.86.

2007 Whitby Iroquois Recreational All Star Tournament 5

In 2007 WISC hosted it’s first ever All Star Tournament. 
This was introduced as a one day event for a relatively low cost per team of $195.00. Our goal was to host approximately sixty-four teams from around the province. On September 22nd WISC hosted eighty-nine teams from around the Durham Region, London, Kitchener, Kincardine, Erin Mills, Georgetown, Bolton, Cambridge, Markham and Newmarket.

Financially, we also exceeded our expectations as we saw a net profit of  $9,791.96.
